Steps to create a Satellite Assembly for WebDataGrid localization
*** In the steps below show how to create a satellite assembly for the German (Swutzerland) or de-CH  culture, but the steps can be used for any culture as long as the de-CH is substituted with a proper culture abbreviation

1. Create an empty folder called Localization (this is not really needed, but will make it easier to accomplish the task if we have everything in one folder)

2.  Copy WebDataGridStrings.resx (this is a resource file for the WebDataGrid which comes with the Aikido source code and is located in “wherever you installed the Akido source code\ Infragistics.Web.UI\Resources” into the Localization folder that you created in step 1.

3. Copy the Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.dll (the Akido dll you are currently using) into the Localization folder that you created in step 1.

4. Navigate to the Localization folder that you created in step 1.
5. Make a  copy of the WebDataGridStrings.resx file and rename that copy to WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resx
6. Open WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resx in Visual Studio and provide translations to the strings.  (In case of the filter dropdown opinions that would be all strings starting with “LS_FilterRule_” and followed by the rule name: eg LS_FilterRule_After, LS_FilterRule_Before, LS_FilterRule_Equlas …) 

7. Open the Visual Studio 2008 Command Prompt
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8. Once the command prompt opens navigate to the Localization folder that you created in step 1 with the cd command
cd C:\Documents and Settings\Localization
9. Once in the Localization directory type in the following command at the command prompt
sn -e Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.dll StrongName.key
The above command will create a StrongName.key  file in the Localization folder and extract the public key that was used to sign the Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.dll assembly.  We’ll need to use this  key file to delay sign the satellite assembly that we are going to create in step 11.

10. Now type in the following command
 Resgen WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resx
The above command will create WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resources file in the Localization folder.
11. Now type in the following command
Al.exe /t:lib /embed:WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resources,Infragistics.Web.UI.Resources.WebDataGridStrings.de-CH.resources /culture:de-CH /out:Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.resources.dll /template:Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.dll /keyf:StrongName.key /delay+
The above command will create Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.resources.dll file in the Localization folder, which is the satellite assembly.

12. Now type in the following command 
sn -Vr Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.resources.dll
The above command will allow us to install the Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.resources.dll assembly into the GAC without having it fully signed.

13. Now type in the following command
gacutil -i Infragistics35.Web.v8.3.resources.dll
 The above command will install the satellite assembly into the GAC 

14. Create a website like you would normally (Performing steps 14(a) and 14(b) will allow your website to pick up the culture of the browser that the user is currently using and to customize the website according to that culture).
a. In order for globalization to work properly the Page directive should have the UICulture attribute set  to  Auto and the Culture attribute set  to  Auto.  Example shown below:
<%@ Page Language="C#" AutoEventWireup="true" UICulture="Auto" Culture="Auto"  CodeFile="Default.aspx.cs" Inherits="_Default" %>
b. The ScriptManager  EnableScriptGlobalization attribute should be set to true.  Example shown below:
<asp:ScriptManager EnableScriptGlobalization="true" ID="ScriptManager1" runat="server"/>
That’s it you are done!
PS:  If you are using a en-US machine or any other machine except a de-CH machine and want to test that the satellite assembly is working, you can change the language that Internet Explorer 7.0 is using

1. in the “Internet Options”
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2. Then click the “Languages” button:
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3. Select the language that you want to test with and use the  “Move up” button to bring it to the top.  The top language is the one that IE will use. (if you don’t see the language that you want to use click the “Add…” button to find it
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4. You will have to close IE and start a new IE session to see the new language applied.

5. Now you can run your website in IE and the UICulture will be the one that you set.
